Payment: Full payment is required by Friday, April 3, 2009. You can 
pay either by VISA/MasterCard by phone or in person by cash/cheque to 
guarantee enrolment. 
 
Refunds: There will be a full refund given to any student minus a $25.00 
administration fee prior to the first day of class. Unfortunately, after 
attending the first class refunds will not be given. 
 
Class Size:  There will be no more than 10 students per class level
